A Dementia Champion is a person who is able to
provide Dementia Friends Information Sessions to the
community. They are a volunteer who goes through
training and is able to make a positive difference on
people living with dementia in their community. 

Requirements to become a
Dementia Champion
To become a Dementia Champion, you must have
attended a Dementia Friends Information Session
PRIOR to becoming a champion.
A champion follows guidelines set by Dementia
Friends USA, and reports all data in a timely manner.
